Get Blessed – Volunteer

 

Why would someone work 30 hours a week without getting paid? What do they get out of it? “It’s an experience," Richard Tinker (a teacher at Akron) said. “I’m blessed right now, but you never know. I could be one of the people coming to the Salvation Army one day down the road." Tinker started volunteering with his church youth group during the holidays and developed a love for helping others.  A study released last week by the Corporation for National and Community Service found that between 2003 and 2005, the greatest percentage of volunteers, 34.8 percent, do so primarily through religious organizations. “It’s a perfect opportunity to give back," Tinker said.  The CNCS study also listed Utah as having the highest rate of volunteerism at 48 percent. Nebraska followed next with 42.8 percent. Alabama was ranked 32nd overall, with a rate of 28.6 percent.

 

Safeguard the Children: If homes and schools are no longer safe, the Church must be a protected haven for children. Of all people, Christ's followers must safeguard children and ministry to them as Jesus did when He delivered strong words for those who would abuse children and those who are party to allowing it to continue: "Let the little children come to Me," Jesus said, as He volunteered for a hands-on role. "But anyone who causes a little one to sin should have a millstone tied around his neck and be drowned in the sea. But woe to the person who causes others to sin."  (Matthew 18 paraphrase)

 

Bible Students have Advantage: A recent Gallup International Association survey found that nearly all high school English teachers -- an overwhelming 98 percent of them -- say understanding the Bible gives students a distinct educational advantage. The instructors agree that knowledge of the Bible is an important component of cultural literacy because so many ideas encountered in literature, the media, and public discourses are derived from scripture. In an Associated Press report on the Gallup poll, survey researcher Marie Wachlin was quoted as saying that students who lack knowledge of the Bible are "clueless" when it comes to understanding many references that are common in English literature. For instance, the meanings and nuances of phrases like "walk on water," "pearls before swine," "the golden rule," "the last shall be first," "pearl of great price," "30 pieces of silver" and "the widow's mite" are far less accessible to young people who have no familiarity with their biblical context.

 

Buckle-Up Drive Safely: Those sleep-deprived, multitasking drivers -- clutching cell phones, fiddling with their radios or applying lipstick -- apparently are involved in an awful lot of crashes. Distracted drivers were involved in nearly eight out of 10 collisions or near-crashes, according to a study released Thursday by the government.

Can We Get Some Help!!! Things work better, when we do it together. It seems like these days; no one wants to get involved.  Get on a committee and work for the common good of the church. Here is an example from the scriptures: The four chief gatekeepers, all Levites, were in an office of great trust, for they were responsible for the rooms and treasuries at the house of God.  They would spend the night around the house of God, since it was their duty to guard it. It was also their job to open the gates every morning.  Some of the gatekeepers were assigned to care for the various utensils used in worship. They checked them in and out to avoid any loss.  Others were responsible for the furnishings, the items in the sanctuary, and the supplies such as choice flour, wine, olive oil, incense, and spices.  But it was the priests who prepared the spices and incense. (1 Chr 9:26-30 NLT)
 

Someone Needs to Get Their Priorities In Order:  The article in our local paper stated that a New Juvenile Detention Facility was built to house more juvenile delinquents. The cost of the facility was about $3.5 million dollars.  We wrote letters to our local authorities requesting that a recreational facility be built in the Westend area, but they wrote back and said we were serviced by McDonald Hughes Center. Go figure. Our neighborhood children have to create their own entertainment and sometimes it is not in the best interest of the law.
